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2002 Post Season Baseball

This past year, Media Little League had seven teams
with a total of over 80 players competing in post season
baseball games and tournaments after the completion of
regular season baseball. In addition to the two District
19 teams that compete in the official Little League
Baseball Tournaments that lead to Williamsport (for the
12/11 year old team) and State Championships (for the
10/9 year old team) we also had five additional post
season teams, two 11 year old teams, two 9 year old
teams and an 8 year old team. The five teams and two
tournament teams, after the completion of the Little
League Tournament, compete in "All-Star" games with
other Little Leagues in our area both in individually
scheduled games and in local tournaments.

The 12/11 year old District 19 team finished the Little
League Tournament with a 2-2 record, defeating Drexel
Hill 1-0, losing to Aston-Middletown 7-1, defeating
Leedom 12-7 and losing to Upper Darby 5-1.
